This was our first 
time hosting a Regional Cross Country meet and because of your efforts we have a good chance of 
hosting again in the future. 
 The top 3 teams and top 10 individuals qualify for State, so everyone on the team is headed for 
State!  You can’t ask for much better results, especially with an inexperience team like we have this 
year, only Blaine and Chance returned from last year’s squad.  We’ve talked all year about how anyone 
can run fast the first 100 meters and the last 100 meters, it’s how you persevere through the middle 3800 
or 4800 that makes your race, and that was certainly the case at Regionals.
